Advertisements from local Baptist churches, the BCSANT Office, and associated

agencies will be published free of charge except when:

e Advertisements promote fundraising events or charge fees for other charities or

organisations not related to BCSANT.

e Advertisements from other denominations (including Baptist unions of other
states), professionals, companies, etc. will be charged at a rate set from time to

time by the Editorial Team in consultation with the BCSANT administration staff.

Inserts
o Affiliated Ministries and associated agencies may be invited to include an insert

from time-to-time, which is in keeping with this Policy Statement.

e Other requests for inserts are considered according to this Policy Statement.
